(16 years and over on 1st Jan 2012) and after class must be boxed at all times.

CHAPS
"This show is affiliated to The Coloured Horse & Pony Society (UK). Both owner and the

rider/exhibitor need not be a member of CHAPS (UK) nor must the horse or pony be registered

with CHAPS (UK) to compete.The CHAPS (UK) Championship Show will be held on .
Shows held on or after date of Championship Show will count as 2013 qualifiers. Members to apply in writing to CHAPS (UK) for appropriate qualifier card.

The following classes are CHAPS (UK) Qualifiers [1,2,7,12,13,17,21,22,26,29.31,32,35,36,]. For full rulings and information on competition/qualification, please refer to the CHAPS (UK) Members’ Handbook; or visit www.chapsuk.com for rulings.All stallions entering these classes must be graded or valid First Stage Approved with CHAPS (UK). First stage approved stallions are NOT permitted to enter HOYS Qualifiers. Qualification Cards - please note it is important that judges must sign all qualification cards in the ring at the time of competition. It is the responsibility of the exhibitor to obtain from CHAPS (UK) Admin, and to carry, their Qualification and Membership Cards.Qualification is presented as stated above BUT a horse/pony may only qualify once per season for each Final it is eligible for.
TGCA

Classes 28 ,37 are qualifiers for the TGCA National Championship Show to be held 22nd September 2012 at The College Equestrian Centre, Keysoe, Bedfordshire. 

TGCA Classes (in hand or ridden) are open to anyone, unless showing a stallion. 

All stallions four years old and over must be licensed with the TGCA prior to the show. In order to qualify for the TGCA National Championships, all exhibits must be registered (passports over stamped) and exhibitors and owners must be fully paid up members either prior to, or within 21 days of the show date for that qualification to be valid. Members, who are registered prior to the show, must have their qualification cards present in the ring for the judge to sign for the qualification to be valid. Foals born in the current year are not permitted to be shown in TGCA classes, except at the TGCA Championship Show "TOYS". All stallions and colts must be bitted when in the ring. Competitors must display their TGCA stallion disc on their exhibit’s bridle when competing. These classes are open to both coloured and solid gypsy cobs with a “Best Solid” rosette being awarded to the highest place solid in each class. A rosette is awarded to the highest placed TGCA member in each class. Ridden Classes: - Exhibits must be 4 years and over and comply with the above. The highest placed junior rider and the highest placed exhibitor eligible for the restricted classes (open to any cob not to have qualified for HOYS, RIHS, or been placed 1st –3rd at any county level or in any TOYS Finals in the current or previous year must present their cards for signature by the judge to take part in the junior and restricted finals classes.

“This show is affiliated to the International Showing Society and is a qualifier for the Royal London Show 2012”
“First, second and third placed horses/ponies in eligible classes will qualify for the Champion of Britain Title classes to be held at the Royal London Show in 2011. Each qualified horse/pony will receive a qualification card in the ring which will enable the owner to enter the Royal London Show, provided the owner and rider/handler are, or become registered with the International Showing Society within 28 days of the qualifying show.
